OPEN LETTER BY P.F.P.O. TO THE DEPUTY MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT AND ENERGY FOR EXPULSION OF WILD BOAR
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Open letter was sent by P.F.P.O. to the decision for wild boar expulsion because of many problems caused by the great number of wild boar and mongrel boar in particular regions of the country. The decision was signed by Socrates Famellos (Deputy Minister of Environment and Energy) as he believes that is the best solution to the problem.
The state has been forced to exterminate any form of life by all means.
Socrates Famellos (Deputy Minister of Environment and Energy) decided the wild boar extermination because of the major problems caused by the fact that there are plenty of them in many regions of the country. He believes that the problem will be handled.
Has anyone ever thought of those taken the specific decision about the reason of the problem? The reasons why wild animals enter inhabited regions?
Our Federation has mentioned several times the reason why wildlife is disturbed, which is the same as in case of wild boar.
Human activity has far less reduced the wildlife living space. In wildlife regions there is expansion of the building, expansion of agriculture and livestock farming. Their living space has been reduced, their natural environment is corrupted, there is habitat loss and there is no adequate food supply. Specifically, wild boars remain in the same areas unless there is food shortage. In this case, they could travel large distances and approach inhabited regions.
This dramatic decline in population of wild boar hunters (except human), such as resulted in disruption of natural balance in animal populations.
Wild boars (and other species) breeding and release is a practice licensed by Forest Service and followed by several hunting organizations for hunting enrichment of animal populations. However, these animals cannot survive in natural habitats. They have become used to human presence. As a result of this fact, animals search for food in regions with human activity where it is more easy for them to find some.
The uncontrolled and without supervision grazing of pigs has resulted in the mixture of these with the wild ones, a fact followed by the increase of wild boar’s population. Although the descendants are mongrel, they still give birth and live in natural habitats disrupting the populations balance and with consequences for their living space and search of food.
Unfortunately, the component Authorities instead of studying the reasons why this problem has occurred, they have started a pogrom of wild animals in favor of people that the wildlife extermination is their only pleasure and entertainment.
If causes of the problem are approached, best solutions will be found, which do not include wildlife pogrom neither the extension of hunting season and definitely not the abolition of wild life shelters as requested by some people.
Will be banned the games breeding and release by hunting organizations?
Will be checked the uncontrolled and without supervision gazing?
Will be taken the appropriate measures to environment protection not only by human activities but as a whole? 
We are very sorrowful because till today the component services and Ministers have decided to confront the results of the problems instead of dealing with cause of these problems.
Authorities are responsible to find the best solutions with respect to environment as it is imposed on a civilized state instead of encouraging citizens to carry guns and become modern cowboys.
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
